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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Cavan and Monaghan Education and Training Board (CMETB) have requested Niall Smith Architects to prepare an Architectural Assessment/Feasibility Study on St. Bricin’s College, Belturbet and St. Mogue’s College, Bawnboy and to review their current Site Layout, for Access, Car-parking, Outdoor Playing Facilities, the current Building Layout and Conditions, their current status under the current Cavan Development Plan and the future development potential of the Colleges and their Sites for additional accommodation and playing facilities.

PART 1: ST BRICIN’S COLLEGE

INTRODUCTION – 
St. Bricin’s College, Belturbet is located in the towncore of Belturbet town, Co. Cavan. St Bricin’s college was opened in 1937 with 46 pupils and 3 teachers. The school has evolved over the intervening years and now comprises a complex of buildings of various styles. The school was extended in 1969, 1977, 2001, 2009, and 2016, All of the buildings are interconnected except for the two prefabricated blocks at the rear of the site containing 4 No. of Temporary Classrooms.

1.1 SITE APPRAISAL
The College is located in the towncore of Belturbet Town on a corner site bordered by Fairgreen Road and Railway Road. It is well positioned for pedestrian access from the town and its environs. There are two long established Primary Schools opposite the College so there is a strong tradition of educational establishments in the area. The Site area is approximately 2.4 Acres about a third of which is occupied by the buildings. The other third consists of a tarmacadam area to the rear which is used for staff car parking and play/ball court areas, the final third is grass areas and banks to the rear of the site.


1.1.2 ACCESS & SET DOWN
The site is accessed from the Fairgreen and Railway roads which are minor, narrow roads with minimal through traffic flow. Traffic flow pressure has reduced considerably since the town bypass was opened. However the narrowness of the roads leaves the area prone to traffic congestion at peak times. There is a Set-down area for Buses to pull in on the Fairgreen Road. 


1.1.3 PARKING
We noted the lack of car parking in the area for staff, students and visitors and some staff have to park to the rear of the school site which uses the gate on Railway Road for access / egress.  The car parking area within the school grounds could be better sited as it crosses play areas but there are a number of options where car parking could be better zoned that would avoid a pedestrian / vehicular conflict which is a Health and Safety issue.

1.1.3 OUTDOOR PLAYING FACILITIES
There is no Sports Hall on the site but there is sufficient development space for the school to construct a sizable extension and Sports Hall if required and Planning Permission has previously been granted for a 1000Msq Sports facility on an un-utilised grass area to the rear of the school. 

There is no GAA/Football pitch on the site, nor would the site be capable of facilitating a large playing pitch.

1.2 BUILDING APPRAISAL.
For ease of reference we have numbered the principle blocks (B1) – (B6).

There is approximately 1600Msq of accommodation currently at the school.  

The Building is quite a mix of “Blocks” in various architectural styles. 33% of the overall roof areas are Flat Roofs with 67% Pitched Apex Roofs with slate or tile roof covering.  All the Blocks are interconnected through a serious of corridors and circulation spaces, with many of the corridors being quite narrow. There is a disabled person’s lift for access to the first floor.

There are all the typical specialist classrooms, Metalwork, Woodwork, Art, Domestic Science, Commerce and Science Lab and 5 standard classrooms. There are 4 more Standard Classrooms in 2 Prefabricated Units at the rear of the school building. One of the Prefabricated Units is very old and is in poor condition and should be replaced in the near future.  

We note Planning Permission for a 4 Classroom Extension with Learning Support Room has been granted previously. It would be beneficial to construct an extension to contain 4 new Classrooms with toilet facilities so that these Prefabricated Units can be removed.

There are no indoor or outdoor sports facilities at the school.

1.2.1 BUILDING BLOCKS
Block 1 - (B1)
This is the oldest section of the school, constructed in 1936 and opened for use in Jan 1937. It is of solid masonry construction with a slated apex roof, vertical emphasis windows and internal ceiling heights of 3 Metres. The roof covering is in good condition and new windows have been fitted in recent years in most of the building. There are a few original old sash windows remaining in the rear of the building. The block contains 3 standard Classrooms, access corridors and store. This block requires significant renovating to bring to current building regulations and standards.
This block has been extended and altered a number of times in its 82 year history. We noted staining in the flat roof connecting this block adjacent to a skylight.

Block 2-  (B2)
This  “L” shaped  block forms the extension to the rear of Block 1.It was constructed in 2 phases, the most recent  of which replaced temporary prefabricated classrooms. This block contains the Art Room and 2 Standard classrooms, circulation spaces and locker storage areas. This block is built with cavity wall construction, apex roof with concrete roof tiles (2 types) and vertical emphasis windows. This block requires significant renovating to bring to current building regulations and standards.

Block 3-  (B3)
This building was constructed in 2010. It consists of a Canteen with seating area and a standard classroom. The block is of Cavity block construction with an apex roof with concrete roof tile covering. The roof is supported by 3 large wooden trusses which are left exposed internally in the vaulted space. The block is connected with a flat roof section to the main school building which contains a classroom. The Canteen area requires significant renovating.

Block 4-  (B4)
This is the largest block in the school complex. It was constructed c1977 in an architectural style typical of this period. It contains the Woodwork Room, Domestic Science Room, 2 Standard Classrooms, Stores and Offices. Constructed parallel to the road and facing south west the building has extensive glazing to its front elevation to avail of solar gains and optimum light for the Classrooms. (Glazing upgraded recently ) The block has 2 concrete stairways at either end of the building which are ambulant disabled friendly and has in recent times been fitted with a disability lift to achieve compliance with “Part M” of the Building Regulations. Corridors in this block are on the narrow side at 1500mm wide. There are two flat roof extensions to the rear of the block which were noted to be in poor condition and are leaking, one of which is two storey and consists of an emergency escape stairs, disabled persons lift and circulation space. This extension was constructed in 2012.


Blocks 5-6   (B5)&(B6)
Blocks 5 and 6 are flat roof buildings attached to the rear of Block 4. The Metalwork room with its associated store is contained in Block 6. Block 5 is two storey while Block 6 is single storey. Both are solid masonry construction. The flat roofs to these block were noted to be in poor condition and are leaking, These blocks require significant renovating to bring to current building regulations and standards.

1.2.2 TEMPORARY ACCOMMODATION
There are 2 Temporary Accommodation Blocks to the rear of the school building. One of the Prefabricated Units is very old and is in very poor condition and should be replaced in the near future. The other Prefabricated Block is relatively new and is in reasonable  condition and has its own Fire Detection System and Emergency Lighting.

1.2.3 MECHANICAL ELECTRICAL AND FIRE SAFETY SERVICES.
1) Fire Safety.
Fire Safety Certificates have been granted for the school in tandem with works being carried out to bring the Fire Safety Status of the school up to date. We note that the fire safety fittings such as emergency lighting, exits signs, smoke detectors etc... appear in relatively good condition. Generally the following applies.
Illuminated Exit Signs at Exit Doors.
Break-glass units at Exit Doors.
Emergency Lighting throughout.
Smoke / Heat detectors throughout.
Exit Doors opening in the direction of escape.
Multiple escape route options including 2 Stairways.
Modern Fire Alarm Panels
Sounders at multiple locations
A Fire Safety Certificate Application was granted in 2011/ 2012 for the school to cover a new extension consisting of an escape stairs and disabled persons lift.
(Ref  FS 7809 )(Planning Ref 11203)

We noted that some elements of the Fire Alarm System did not appear to be functioning correctly so it is likely that the system could benefit from a thorough service to address any deficiencies and additional smoke/heat detectors added. We also noted a fire door missing from the fire escape stairs at the rear of Block and no fire doors to classroom and stores along escape corridors in main block.
We note there is sufficient space in the school yard to accommodate a 19 Metre turning circle for fire appliances and that at least 80% of the perimeter of the building is accessible. There is a Fire Hydrant conveniently located at the street corner opposite the school on Railway Road.

2) Mechanical Services.
The school is heated by Oil Fired Boiler which was installed approximately 9 years ago. It is working satisfactorily. We note that some of the radiators in the school are quite old and may not be the most efficient. 
We understand that water supply, waste water and storm water disposal systems are all functioning satisfactorily. All of these are Public Services, the Waste Water is disposed via the Belturbet Town Sewerage Disposal System and the school is on Public Mains water.

3) Electrical Services.
Electrical works were carried out at the school in recent years to upgrade elements of the electrical system. In particular areas of the school which needed multiple computer points and additional sockets were refurbished. 
There are separate MCB Units in the Prefabricated Classrooms which is typical to facilitate easy disconnection / removal of these temporary structures.


A full comprehensible survey and status of the existing Mechanical & Electrical systems would need to be carried by an experienced Mechanical & Electrical consultant to determine the extent of works and costs required to upgrade the existing systems.









1.3 CAVAN COUNTY DEVELOPMENT PLAN 

1.3.1 ZONING AND OBJECTIVES
St. Bricins College is located within the town core and development boundary of Belturbet Local Area plan under the Cavan County Development Plan 2014-2020. The land is zoned Public/Community.
There is Specific Objective (14) for these lands in the Cavan County Development Plan 2014-2020 with a commitment to continued liaison with The Department of Education in assisting with the provision of necessary accommodation and facilities as required by the schools in the area. (Please see extract below from Belturbet Town Section of County Development Plan, indicating objective 14)

Specific Objectives
Objective 14. To co-operate with the Department of Education and Science and the local school management boards, in the provision of adequate facilities for the educational needs of the community.

Public Services
The College is currently is currently serviced by Public Services of Main Water, Foul and Storm water along with other Utilities such as ESB and Eircom. There is sufficient capacity in the Belturbet town water supply and waste water disposal systems to facilitate an extension to the school if required.
1.3.2 BELTURBET POPULATION
The most recent population table for Belturbet indicates that the population is stable, with just a minor loss of 3% between 2006 – 2011. Please see below extract from the County Cavan Development Plan.

1.3.3 PLANNING HISTORY
We note from the planning files in Cavan County Council that a number of planning permission applications have been made for extensions and alterations at the school over the years. Many of these have been for prefabricated units containing classrooms. Generally there seems to be a requirement for 4 additional classrooms (In prefabs) over a very long time. (2001 -2019 ).This suggests there is considerable requirement for additional accommodation, classrooms, extensions replacing the temporary accommodation.

1.4 FUTURE DEVELOPMENT POTENTIAL OF THE COLLEGE AND SITE
The school requires significant upgrades to the flat roofs, fire safety, energy performance and to bring up to general building regulations. Two of the rear prefabricated classrooms are in very poor condition and require to be replaced. The school requires substantial additional accommodation/extensions one of which would be a two storey extension (Floor Area of 1089m2) which was proposals were prepared for including with 4/5 Additional Classrooms, Labs, Storage Space, this also included Special Needs / SNU/ASD accommodation and a Specialist Teaching Space, together with a standalone PE Facility/ Sports Hall (Floor Area of 1048m2) for a second level which would all improve the schools accommodation considerably. This would allow the prefab classrooms to be removed some of which are in very poor condition. This additional accommodation would fill a considerable part of the rear of site and fill part of the play areas which in turn would need to be provided.
 
We note a level area of the site currently in lawn (approx. 600 Msq) has been proposed for development in two separate planning applications previously for a Large Sports Hall which could be accommodated in this area.  

There is no scope on the site for a large size GAA/Football pitch. 

1.5 COST OF PROPOSED WORKS TO ST. BRICINS COLLEGE
As outlined in previous section the college needs substantial additional accommodation in the form of a 2 storey extension for teaching and ancillary spaces, alone with a standalone PE/Sports Facility, along with an ASD/SNU unit, the existing school also needs significant upgrades as outlined to the existing building along with M&E and Fire Upgrades. 




2.0 - PART 2: ST MOGUE’S COLLEGE, BAWNBOY

INTRODUCTION
Cavan Vocational Educational Body officially opened the current school building in 1966 following a long period of renting space in Bawnboy Workhouse which served as an educational space. The school has undergone two substantial development phases since then. The first of these was in 1987 when a 12 Classroom extension was constructed. The second phase was in 2011 when a new accommodation wing was added to further improve the schools accommodation. The school operates as one single building as all the accommodation is interconnected.

2.1 SITE APPRAISAL
The College is located in the small village of Bawnboy. The school site is quadrant shaped with an area of approximately 1.3 Hectares. The front of the site consists of the entrance, access road, tarmac, parking area and Building and this occupies about half of the overall site area. The other half of the site to the rear is in lawn/grassed area. The building sits on a reasonably level plateau at one side of the site with the front of the site sloping down towards the N87 which forms a curved linear boundary to the south west. Much of the site could be easily developed if required.

2.1.1 ACCESS & SET DOWN
The site is accessed from the Public Road/N87 and curves back to the south/village where site visibility could be improved due to the bend in the roadway. As all access is through the main entrance it can leave the area prone to traffic congestion at peak times. There is a Set-down area for Buses to pull in on the Main Road next to the entrance gates.

2.1.2 PARKING
There is limited area of carparking in the area within the front of school grounds for staff, students and visitors and some staff have to park along the side public road and village. There are a number of options where car parking could be better zoned or developed within the site that would avoid persons crossing the public road and pedestrian / vehicular conflict which is a Health and Safety issue.

2.2 BUILDING APPRAISAL.
The building is in overall reasonable condition having benefitted from fairly recent extensions and alterations with approximately 1685 Msq of accommodation at the school.

2.2.1 BUILDING BLOCKS AND LAYOUT
The layout of the building works well with good circulation spaces which accommodate student lockers. There are two no. of 2 storey sections of the building.

There are no indoor sports facilities at the school. The school structure is of masonry construction with an external brick finish on some sections. Most of the old windows have been replaced with more efficient ones. The bulk of the school has Apex roof structures (approx 80%) with  concrete tile finish. The remainder of the roofs are flat roof areas mostly covered with Trocal roof membrane or similar.

2.2.2 TEMPORARY ACCOMMODATION
There are 2 Temporary Accommodation Building on site both of which are almost 20 years old and are in poor condition and require to replaced/removed, one is to rear of the school that is now only used as a store. The other unit is to the front of the site and does get used as a general classroom. Again both units are in poor condition and have No Fire Detection Systems or Emergency Lighting.

Currently there is no defined 19 Metre turning circle for Fire Appliances to turn at the school. There is an informal hammerhead area which can be used alternatively. We advise that there is sufficient space to create a 19 Metre Turning Circle within the school grounds convenient to the front entrance of the school. To create same would involve removing the small area of lawn and carrying out some grading and surfacing works. This may be beneficial to the school overall by improving defined traffic routes etc..

2) Mechanical Services.
The school is heated by Oil Fired Boiler which was installed approximately 9 years ago. It is working satisfactorily. We note that some of the radiators in the school are quite old and may not be the most efficient.

We understand that water supply, waste water and storm water disposal systems are all functioning satisfactorily. ( Waste Water is disposed via the Bawnboy Town Sewerage Disposal System.) The school site is on elevated ground well above the level of the waste water disposal service pipeline. Waste water is gravity directed from the school site to the waste water disposal system.
Water supply is from Bawnboy Public Water Supply which we understand has sufficient capacity for future development. Please see table below from County Development Plan.

St. Mogue’s College has a long history of development and improvement over the years. Please see the Planning history below. We note that for many years the school accommodation included prefabricated classroom units. These are no longer required since the school building has been considerably extended in recent years and the school now has sufficient accommodation to house all classes in the main building.

2.4  FUTURE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SCHOOL

The school requires a standalone PE Facility/ Sports Hall (Floor Area of 1048m2) for a second level school to broaden the sports curriculum and provide improved PE activities at the school. 
Additional accommodation is required to replace the 2 temporary/prefab accommodation units be required there is a straightforward route to extend, whereby a new block could be constructed to the Northeast of the school with a link back into the central access corridor in the existing school. This would avoid using “premium” land space which serves better as a play area. 

The school should also have Special Needs / SNU/ASD accommodation and a Specialist Teaching Space (Floor Area of 552m2) which would all improve the schools accommodation considerably.

There is an existing car-parking area within the school grounds. It may be beneficial to extend same to accommodate more vehicles and to define the access / egress to same so as to minimise conflict between vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

There is no scope on the site for a large size GAA/Football pitch. 


2.5 COST OF PROPOSED WORKS TO ST.MOGUES COLLEGE

As outlined in previous section the college needs substantial additional accommodation to replace the temporary accommodation together with a standalone PE/Sports Facility, along with an ASD/SNU unit, the existing school also needs upgrades as outlined to the existing building along with M&E and Fire Upgrades.
